Changes in Chapter 432A of the
Administrative Codes of Nevada 2009:

The Bureau will begin monitoring compliance of the
adopted regulations R112-06 and R032-07 as per
Chapter 432A of the administrative code of Nevada
issued by the Secretary of State on April 1, 2010 unless
otherwise noted in the provisions.

NAC 432A.528.1 - Whenever one or more infants or
toddlers who are under two years of age who are
being cared for in a child care center, the licensee

must have at least one caregiver on duty who is
designated to provide that care.
