(d) If it is an outdoor play area, provide, during the months 
of April through September, a shade area or shade areas 
that are at least equal in size to the product of 5 square feet 
multiplied by the total number of children in the outdoor 
play area. (R032.07 Sec. 9) Also see SNHD Regulation 7.4.5 
Shade 
 
TEMPURATURE- (NAC 432A.250) is hereby amended to 
read as follows: 
2. Each facility shall:  
(a) Ensure that each room of the facility which is used by 
children is: 
(1) Maintained free of drafts and at a temperature that is 
not less than 65 degrees Fahrenheit and not more than 82 
degrees Fahrenheit during the months of October through 
March and at a temperature that is not less than 68 degrees 
Fahrenheit and not more than 82 degrees Fahrenheit during 

the months of April through September (R032.07 Sec. 9) 
Also see SNHD Regulation 6.6 Heating and Ventilation 

Systems

TRANSPORTATION- (NAC 432A.290) 
5.  If, during the time school is in operation, the 
licensee of a facility provides transportation for 
children of school age to and from a public or private 
school, the ratio of staff to children in the vehicle 
must not be less than one member of the staff for 
every 15 children.  
6.  The licensee of a facility shall maintain a log for 
transportation provided by the licensee of the 
facility.  The log must be maintained at the facility 
for at least 4 months after the transportation is 
provided.  The log must include: 
a) The name of each child who was transported; 
b) The date the transportation was provided by the 
licensee of the facility; 
c) The time of departure of the vehicle and the time 
the vehicle arrived at its destination;  
d) The signature of the driver of the vehicle; 
e) The name of each adult who was transported in 
the vehicle, including, without limitation, the driver 
of the vehicle; and 
f) The signed verification required by subsection 7. 
7.  Upon arrival at the destination, one member of 
the staff of the facility shall mark each child off the 
log as the child departs the vehicle, conduct a 
physical inspection and visually and physically sweep 
the vehicle to ensure a child is not left behind in the 
vehicle, and include in the log signed verification 
that each child who was transported in the vehicle is 
accounted for and that the visual and physical 
sweeps were conducted. (R112.06 Sec. 37)

FIELD TRIPS- (NAC 432A)  
1.  Every licensee of a facility shall adopt a written 
statement which: 
f)  Covers arrangements for transportation; 
g) Requires written parental permission for trips and 
activities outside the facility. (R112.06 Sec. 45)  
 
FIELD TRIPS- RATIOS - (NAC 432A.520) is hereby 
amended to read as follows: 
1. A licensee of a child care facility shall have a staff 
which is sufficient in number to provide physical 
care, supervision and individual attention to each 
child and allow time for interaction between the

(a) If the purpose for leaving the child care facility is 
to transport the children from the child care facility 
to another location and, upon reaching that 
location, the responsibility for caring for the children 
is assumed by another adult. 
(b) To a group of children that is composed entirely 
of children of school age, including children who are 
attending kindergarten.

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Sun -Safe Actions in Early Child Care and Education 

(ECCE) Settings  

What can you do to keep children sun-safe? 

 Schedule childrenôs outdoor playtime to avoid 
sun exposure during the peak UV hours of 
10:00 AM - 3:00 PM (4:00 during summer 
months) Remember, the UV rays are present, 
even on cloudy days.  

 Pay attention to the UV and Heat Indexes for 
your area. During high UV or heat days, be 
especially sun-safe.  

 Play games with children in the shadow of your 
building.  

 Avoid direct sun exposure for infants.  

 Encourage parents to dress children in cool, 
lightweight clothing, Loose-fitting shirts with 
sleeves, and capriôs or long pants provide more 
sun protection than tank tops a nd shorts.  

 Encourage children to drink plenty of water.  

 Be a role model! These recommendations apply 
to both children and adults 

 

SUN SAFETY  
Fresh air, sunshine, and exercise 

are essential to the healthy 

development of young children. 

Children who regularly spend time 

runnin g, jumping, and playing 

outdoors is generally more fit and 

has a lower risk of childhood 

obesity. We should encourage 

children to be outside, moving, and 

safe!  

 

Enjoy the sunshine, but remember, 

too much sun exposure may not be 

good for people, especially  young 

children. In addition to making 

children hot and uncomfortable, too 

much unprotected exposure to the 

sunôs UV radiation can lead to 

sunburn, eye damage, wrinkles, 

and skin cancer, including life -

threatening melanoma. Research 

indicates that one seri ous childhood 

sunburn could trigger skin cancer in 

later years. Remember, sun safety 

is important every  day, even on 

cloudy days. P ractice sun safety all 

year long. Make sun safety a part of 

your daily activities.

While there may not 

be as many, trainings will continue to be 

available including the specific trainings listed in 

the child care licensing regulations. 

 

The contract to provide Child Care Resource & 

Referral (CCR&R) in Southern Nevada, which 

includes training, has been awarded to the 

Childrenôs Cabinet.  It is their intention to first 

complete a needs assessment to determine the 

best: days of week, times of day, locations, and 

topics.  They will then set a schedule of classes 

to meet these needs. You will receive a survey in 

July. It is important that you complete and return 

this survey once received. 

 

Please remember, there are other agencies also 

providing training, and the Childrenôs Cabinet 

will work to fill unmet training needs in the 

community.

Outdoor Car Wash
